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Tips For Hosting a Book Club  
Gather Your Reading Crew  

Launching a book club is all about bringing people together. Whether you're a tight-knit 
group of friends or connected through work or community, consider the kind of readers you 
want in your club. You could share a love for a specific genre or be a mix of seasoned 
bookworms and newcomers. 

While the size of your book club is flexible, we recommend aiming for around 6 to 10 
members. This range accommodates potential no-shows and ensures everyone gets a 
chance to voice their thoughts. Pro tip: Choosing a catchy or unique name for your club 
facilitates communication and makes it easy to search for messages and emails. 

Decide When and Where to Meet  

Once your group is set, it's time to figure out where you'll gather. Some book clubs prefer 
public spaces like cafés, pubs, or the library, while others opt for the coziness of home. 
Additionally, establish the frequency of your meetings, taking into account the varying 
reading speeds of your members. You can go for the classic monthly meetup or allow longer 
intervals to accommodate diverse reading paces. 

Collaborate on Book Selection  

Now that you have your reading crew, the next challenge is choosing what to read. Here are 
a few methods: 

• Rotate book selections: Each member takes turns picking a book for the group. 
• Consensus building: Create a Wishlist of titles  
• Lucky dip: let one of our helpful staff select for you. 

Facilitate Engaging Conversations  

Each of our Book Club kits comes with a discussion guide. To make the most of your book 
club discussions, it's essential to establish some ground rules. Consider the group dynamics 
– friends might prefer a laid-back approach, while less familiar members may appreciate a 
more structured setup. Encourage healthy debates but set guidelines on language and tone. 
Emphasize critiquing the book, not the speaker, to ensure everyone's views are heard and 
respected. 

Stay Flexible and Adaptable  

There's no one-size-fits-all approach to running a book club, so be open to adjustments. Life 
happens, and members might not always finish the book, or new faces may join the club. 
Your club's timing and structure may need tweaking as it evolves. The key is to foster an 
open and inviting space where people can regularly come together to make connections and 
share the joy of reading.

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 Another Day in the Colony - Chelsea Watego   
Essays  (256 pages) (eBook available) 

In this collection of deeply insightful and powerful essays, Chelsea Watego examines the ongoing and daily racism faced 
by First Nations peoples in so-called Australia. Rather than offer yet another account of ‘the Indigenous problem’, she 
theorises a strategy for living in a society that has only ever imagined Indigenous peoples as destined to die out. 
 
Drawing on her own experiences and observations of the operations of the colony, she exposes the lies that settlers tell 
about Indigenous people. In refusing such stories, Chelsea narrates her own: fierce, personal, sometimes funny, 
sometimes anguished. She speaks not of fighting back but of standing her ground against colonialism in academia, in court 
and in the media. It’s a stance that takes its toll on relationships, career prospects and even the body. Yet when told to 
have hope, Watego’s response rings clear: F**k hope. Be sovereign.

As a journalist, Leigh Sales often encounters people experiencing the worst moments of their lives in the full glare of the 
media. But one particular string of bad news stories – and a terrifying brush with her own mortality – sent her looking for 
answers about how vulnerable each of us is to a life-changing event. What are our chances of actually experiencing one? 
What do we fear most and why? And when the worst does happen, what comes next? 
 
In this wise and layered book, Leigh talks intimately with people who’ve faced the unimaginable, from terrorism to natural 
disaster to simply being in the wrong place at the wrong time. Expecting broken lives, she instead finds strength, hope, 
even humour. Leigh brilliantly condenses the cutting-edge research on the way the human brain processes fear and grief 
and poses the questions we too often ignore out of awkwardness. Along the way, she offers an unguarded account of her 
own challenges and what she’s learned about coping with life’s unexpected blows.

Famous for being outrageous in public, or, as 
she said, living ‘recklessly', she shocked and intrigued cities and townsacross Australia. But she was no ordinary wanderer. 
Born into a wealthy family, Bee moved in Sydney's literary and artistic circles in the 1920s and 1930s before she took up 
residence on the streets. A consummate performer and a perceptive critic, she caught the public's imagination with her 
spectacular acts of defiance, emerging majestically from the surf with a knife strapped to each thigh, stopping a country 
train in its tracks, hitchhiking across remote Australia and drawing large city crowds with her Shakespeare recitations. She 
was once even voted more famous than the Prime Minister. She was also repeatedly incarcerated in prisons, confined to 
mental hospitals and treated brutally by a succession of authority figures, starting with her father. Bee constantly defied 
conventional expectations of female behaviour.

His family settled in Dunedin on the South Island, but young Sam was sent 
away to boarding school in Christchurch, where he was hopeless at sports and discovered he enjoyed acting.

Jennette McCurdy was six years old when she had her first acting audition. Her mother's dream was for her only daughter 
to become a star, and Jennette would do anything to make her mother happy. So she went along with what Mom called 
"calorie restriction," eating little and weighing herself five times a day. She endured extensive at-home makeovers while 
Mom chided, "Your eyelashes are invisible, okay? You think Dakota Fanning doesn't tint hers?" She was even showered 
by Mom until age sixteen while sharing her diaries, email, and all her income. In I'm Glad My Mom Died, Jennette recounts 
all this in unflinching detail--just as she chronicles what happens when the dream finally comes true. Cast in a new 
Nickelodeon series called iCarly, she is thrust into fame. Though Mom is ecstatic, emailing fan club moderators and getting 
on a first-name basis with the paparazzi ("Hi Gale!"), Jennette is riddled with anxiety, shame, and self-loathing, which 
manifest into eating disorders, addiction, and a series of unhealthy relationships. These issues only get worse when, soon 
after taking the lead in the iCarly spinoff Sam & Cat alongside Ariana Grande, her mother dies of cancer. Finally, after 
discovering therapy and quitting acting, Jennette embarks on recovery and decides for the first time in her life what she 
really wants

 The Jane Austen Remedy - Ruth Wilson  
Biography (320 pages) (Large Print available)  
As she approached the age of seventy, Ruth Wilson began to have recurring dreams about losing her voice. Unable to 
dismiss her feelings of unexplainable sadness, she made the radical decision to retreat from her conventional life with her 
husband to a sunshine-yellow cottage in the Southern Highlands where she lived alone for the next decade. Ruth had 
fostered a lifelong love of reading, and from the moment she first encountered Pride and Prejudice in the 1940s she had 
looked to Jane Austen's heroines as her models for the sort of woman she wanted to become. As Ruth settled into her 
cottage, she resolved to re-read Austen's six novels and rediscover the heroines who had inspired her; to read between the 
lines of both the novels and her own life. And as she read, she began to reclaim her voice. Published the year Ruth turns 
ninety, it is an inspirational account of the lessons learned from Jane Austen over nearly eight decades, as well as a timely 
reminder that it's never too late to seize a second chance.

Biography  (272 pages) (e-Audiobook and e-Book available) 

Clem Bastow grew up feeling like she’d missed a key memo on human behaviour. She found the unspoken rules of social 
engagement confusing, arbitrary and often stressful. Friendships were hard, relationships harder, and the office was a 
fluorescent-lit nightmare of anxiety. It wasn’t until Clem was diagnosed as autistic, at age 36, that things clicked into 
focus. The obsession with sparkly things and dinosaurs. The encyclopaedic knowledge of popular music. The meltdowns 
that would come on like a hurricane. The ability to write eloquently while conquering basic maths was like trying to 
understand ancient Greek. These weren’t just ‘personality quirks’ but autistic traits that shaped Clem’s life in powerful 
ways. With wit and warmth, Clem reflects as an autistic adult on her formative experiences as an undiagnosed young 
person, from the asphalt playground of St Joseph's Primary School in Melbourne to working as an entertainment journalist 
in Hollywood. She challenges the broader cultural implications and ideas around autism, especially for women and gender-
diverse people.

Now she again mines her rich Persian heritage in Laughing Without an Accent, sharing 
stories both tender and humorous on being a citizen of the world, on her well-meaning family, and on amusing cultural 
conundrums, all told with insights into the universality of the human condition. (Hint: It may have to do with brushing and 
flossing daily.)  
  
She 
braves the uncommon palate of her French-born husband and learns the nuances of having her book translated for 
Persian audiences (the censors edit out all references to ham). And along the way, she reconciles her beloved Iranian 
customs with her Western ideals.

Multiple hunger strikes, co-ordinated protests and a daring escape attempt led to her transfer to the isolated desert prison, 
Qarchak, to live among dangerous convicted criminals. On 25 November 2020, after more than two years of struggle, Kylie 
was finally released in a high-stakes three-nation prisoner-swap deal.

A perfectly innocuous word devolving into a female insult is the case for tons more terms, including 
hussy, which simply meant “housewife,” or slut, which meant “untidy” and was also used to describe men. These words are 
just a few among history’s many English slurs hurled at women. Amanda Montell, feminist linguist and staff features editor 
at online beauty and health magazine Byrdie.com, deconstructs language—from insults and cursing to grammar and 
pronunciation patterns—to reveal the ways it has been used for centuries to keep women form gaining equality. Ever 
wonder why so many people are annoyed when women use the word “like” as a filler? Or why certain gender neutral terms 
stick and others don’t? Or even how linguists have historically discussed women’s speech patterns? Wordslut is no stuffy 
academic study; Montell’s irresistible humor shines through, making linguistics not only approachable but both downright 
hilarious and profound.

But 
her devotion to the under-16s offers her something else. This is her chance to connect with her youngest grandchild, to be close 
to him before he rushes headlong into manhood. To witness his triumphs and defeats, to fear for his safety in battle, to gasp and 
to cheer for his team as it fights for a place in the finals. 
With her sharp eye, her generous wit and her warm humour, Garner documents this pivotal moment, both as part of the story 
and as silent witness. The Season is an unexpected and exuberant a celebration of the nobility, grace and grit of team spirit, a 
reflection on the nature of masculinity, and a tribute to the game’s power to thrill us.
